WHEREAS The symptoms CRPS/RSD are often described as burning that is out of proportion to the severity 
of the initial injury and can include swelling and extreme sensitivity to touch; and 

WHEREAS Members of the CRPS/RSD community will spread awareness of this condition in November 
during CRPS/RSD Awareness Month; and 

WHEREAS On November 1,2021 members of the CRPS/RSD a community will celebrate the Eighth 
Annual Color The World Orange day to shine a light on this poorly understood pain disorder.
